NEW/OLD BUSINESS:
· Walk-thru guidelines – Chad will email the draft observation sheet to the Board and Nancy for review. Further discussion tabled until the February meeting.
· Investments – the Board briefly discussed the presentations made by Jackie Wright, Wells Fargo Advisors and Gene West, RBC Wealth Management in September. After discussion the Board decided not to change investment advisors at this time.
