NEW/OLD BUSINESS:
· Snow removal – specifically around the pool area to around Hoyt. Currently the Association does not contract for snow removal. Mike requested the Association get a bid for snow removal or possibly putting up a snow fence.
APPROVAL TO OBTAIN A BID FOR SNOW REMOVAL FROM ASSOCIATION SIDEWALKS:

· Safety deposit box – Monica has not had success in contacting the financial sales officer at Bank of the West until last week regarding opening a savings account. The sales officer indicated that the Association would need to provide a copy of the minutes indicating the approved signors on the account, along with copies of their identification as well as a copy of the Association’s Federal Tax ID Registration. The approved signors will provide copies of their identification and Monica will obtain a copy of the Federal Tax ID Registration and provide these to the Bank so that they can prepare the paperwork to open the account.
APPROVAL OF BRETT CORNING, JAMES GENOTTE AND MONICA DRYE AS SIGNORS ON A SAVINGS ACCOUNT AT BANK OF THE WEST:

· Homeowner C.M.’s property has gone into foreclosure. The foreclosure sale was held on December 12, 2007 and the Association has the opportunity to purchase the property in order to recover unpaid Association dues. Brett proposed the Association look into the costs involved in purchasing the property. The Association would then sell the property at market price in hopes of making a profit on the sale. Mike can speak with a real estate agent to get their views and obtain a market analysis of the neighborhood. Brett will call the Association attorney to obtain his opinion on the legal ramifications and costs involved.
