· Snow removal – Lee spoke with Mike Stout and determined that a temporary snow fence would be very expensive. After discussion, it was decided that it would be better to watch the snow fall and have landscape take care of any snow removal if necessary.
· Spring clean up – The City will not be providing a spring clean-up this year. Since the Association is no longer able to have a dumpster delivered at no cost and after much discussion, it was decided that it would not be cost effective for the Association to order a dumpster for the clean-up. Homeowners will be reminded in the upcoming newsletter that our trash company, Waste Management, will take just about anything. Waste Management does charge a fee for certain items, but that would be accounted for between the homeowner and Waste Management.

· Trash fees – Discussion was had regarding incorporating trash fees into the semi-annual assessment instead of it being a separate item. Brett reminded the Board that to make the change we would need the approval of two-thirds of the homeowners. It was decided to leave the trash fees as an item separate from the Association dues.
