CALL TO ORDER:

The meeting was called to order by President Brett Corning at 7:03.

ACC COMMITTEE:

There was no committee report.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

APPROVAL OF THE FINANCIALS:

MOTION by Mike, SECONDED by Linda, to approve the August, 2008 minutes. MOTION CARRIED.

 The September 2008 financials were not yet available for the Board to review. The Board tabled approval of the September 2008 financials until the November meeting.
HOMEOWNER FORUM:

· Homeowner Chad Butrick asked the Board for an exception to the limit of the Association rule of no more than two dogs per household. He will be babysitting his grandmother’s dog for an undetermined amount of time and may eventually have to give the dog up for adoption. The Board suggested allowing a suspension of the dog rules for a maximum of three months.

APPROVAL OF SUSPENDING THE MAXIMUM DOG RULE FOR CHAD BUTRICK, 8262 JOHNSON COURT FOR A MAXIMUM OF THREE MONTHS:

NEW/OLD BUSINESS:
· The Board discussed the Fund Source investments at Wachovia. Monica informed the Board via email on October 2, 2008 that the Association needed to determine how to allocate funds in the money market account and a Certificate of Deposit that matured. It was the recommendation of Wachovia that these funds be transferred to the Fund Source account as soon as possible to take advantage of current market conditions. The Board voted and approved via email the transfer of money market and the matured CD funds to the Fund Source account.
· Walk-thrus – Monica is waiting on a few more sections to be complete. Once all sections are complete she will compile the results and send them to the Board and the ACC.

· Tree trimming – There are several dead or dying trees throughout the neighborhood. Affected trees that are located in homeowner’s yards will be noted during the walk-thru and the homeowner will be notified. It was noted that homeowners should be reminded that they will be responsible for any damage that occurs due to trees on their property falling or breaking.

· Hammer Property Service – The Board noted the excellent repairs that were done on the brick perimeter fence along Hoyt Way and 82nd Avenue.

· 2009 Budget – The Board reviewed the preliminary budget spreadsheet prepared by Monica. The Board will further review this month and present their suggestions at the November meeting.

· Perimeter fence – Lee and Sandi obtained three proposals from Hammer Property Service related to the perimeter fence: power wash and stain; replacing boards with cedar; and replacing boards with a composite material. The Board discussed other options including painting vs. staining the fence. After discussion, the Board would like to obtain a minimum of two more bids for similar services. They would also like to invite a representative of Hammer Property Service to the January 2009 meeting to discuss their proposals and to answer questions including whether or not the current fence is structurally sound to last another 10-15 years. Homeowners will be asked to attend the February 2009 meeting to discuss the fence options.
